Dearly beloved in Christ, 

The fundamental goal of education is to guide children along the right path by providing them with 
proper direction. It is our paramount responsibility to instill education focused on morals in them 
from an early age. Their journey of learning should begin by being firmly rooted in Christian 
principles. To achieve this goal, every year on the first Sunday of June, thanksgiving services are 
organized in our parishes in connection with the commencement of the academic year. This year, 
the Church has set apart June 7th for the opening of the school year. 
 
“Jesus: The Ultimate Influencer” is the theme for this year. The influence of Jesus Christ is what 
transforms human life completely and provides true direction and purpose. Students should grow not 
only in knowledge, but also in values and faith that determine the quality of life. The teachings of 
Jesus and the example of His life should be reflected in their thoughts and actions. 
 
In today’s society, children and youths live in circumstances filled with various attractions and 
challenges. It is the responsibility of the Church and society to guide them in the right direction of 
life so that they may not fall under harmful influences. A life grounded in the Word of God will lead 
them towards stability and success, and therefore they must be given the necessary guidance and 
training for the same. 
 
The initiation of education for our children in each parish should be arranged under the leadership of 
the Vicars concerned. The thanksgiving service can be arranged according to the beginning of the 
academic year in each country and state. 
 
It is desirable that the respective Parishes in the regions where children and youths are pursuing 
higher studies provide the necessary fellowship and Christian upbringing to them. 
 
We exhort you to pray that the education of our children may begin on the foundation of the divine 

truth, “The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom”, and that their future lives may be blessed 

in every way.
